Executive Order 2015-31

ORDERING FLAGS TO HALF-STAFF

WHEREAS, numerous people were brutally killed and wounded by terrorists during multiple attacks
on Friday, November 13, 2015, in Paris, France;

WHEREAS, the thoughts and prayers of Nevadans are with the victims of this horrific tragedy and
their loved ones, and the people of France; '

WHEREAS, the President of the United States issued a proclamation today affirming that the

American people stand united with the people of France and our allies around the world to combat terrorists
and bring them to justice;

WHEREAS, the President of the United States has also directed that the flag of the United States
be flown at half-staff at the White House, all federal public buildings and grounds, all military posts and
naval stations, all federal naval vessels, and throughout the United States and its Territories immediately
until sunset on Thursday, November 19, 2015, to honor the victims of these attacks and to remind us all
to never give in to fear; and

WHEREAS, Article 5, Section 1 of the Nevada Constitution provides: “The supreme executive
power of this State, shall be vested in a Chief Magistrate who shall be Governor of the State of Nevada.”

NOW, THEREFORE, by the authority vested in me as Governor by the Constitution and laws of
the State of Nevada and the United States, it is hereby ordered as follows:

The flags of the United States and the State of Nevada shall be flown at half-staff at the State
Capitol and all state public buildings and grounds until sunset on Thursday, November 19, 2015,
as a mark of respect and in remembrance of the victims of the terrorist attacks in Paris, France on
November 13, 2015.
